Its name ¢ omes from the
Aboriginal word ‘Manjin’, the name of an edible ree  d once found in the area

The Shire of Manjimup has a population of approxima  tely 10,000 with more than 4000 calling the town it  self home. The Shire

also includes the major towns of Pemberton, Northcl iffe and Walpole.

Manjimup is the commercial centre of the Lower Sout h West, serving both Warren and Blackwood regions. Following the
restructure of the timber industry in 2001, Manjimu p has emerged as a modern and progressive town with excellent business
and shopping facilities. Its profile as a tourist destination is increasing with hotels, motels, cara van parks, farmstays, guest

houses, chalets and mill house type accommodation c atering for a variety of needs.
Steady markets gradually developed as the durabilit  y of jarrah and karri became well known. Otherind  ustries important to the

district include horticulture (truffles, avocadoes, potatoes, apples and stone fruit) and sheep, beef and dairy farming provide
the basis for the Manjimup economy.

Manjimup Timber & Heritage Park A 24 acre park featuring many attractions.

Diamond Tree Tower 10kms south of Manjimup. A 51 metre Karri Tree, which has the only wooden treetop tower in
the world.

One Tree Bridge This bridge was made from a single karri tree, which was felled across the Donnelly River in
1904. Approx 20km west of Manjimup along Graphite Road.

The Four Aces 200-300 year old trees which stand in Indian file a short distance from the road.

King Jarrah Tree This old tree is 500 years old. There is a heritage trail and picnic area with disabled facilities
available.

Dingup Church This historic old building, built in 1896, was used both as a school and a church by early settlers.

Fonty’s Pool National Trust. Beautiful freshwater swimming pool, surrounded by lovely gardens, 10km south

of Manjimup, on Seven Day Road.

The picturesque town nes tles in a peaceful valley
surrounded by the mighty karri tree and lush pastur es.

Pemberton’s industries include timber, agriculture, aguaculture, viticulture and craft products. The Pemberton/Warren wine
region has established a reputation throughout the world as a result of the number of awards gained fo r local products.

Pemberton also has a variety of craft and cottagei  ndustries, with many skilled artists and tradespeop le having settled in the
area. These are all on show at the town’s biggest  yearly event — The Pemberton Autumn Festival.

It is the gatew ay to the D’Entrecasteaux
and Shannon National Parks.

The area is based on timber, tourism, horticulture and dairy, sheep & beef farming. Residents are kee n to ensure that
Northcliffe remains a stable community and further develops as an attractive place to live and visit. Walk the trails of the forest
park or the Bibbulmun Track and identify trees and plants of karri forest & heath land. Wildflowers, although in extra
abundance in the spring, can be found in Northcliff e all year round.
