Visit to China 
Following the visit by the Jiashan 
County to Manjimup in May this 
year, the CEO, myself and 
Councillors Jenkins, Karamfiles, 
Tapley & Taylor, will be visiting 
China in November. 

The visit is to coincide with 10th

Anniversary Celebration of the Sister 
City relationship between Jiaxing 
and Bunbury.  A delegation from 
Augusta Margaret River is also 
attending. 

The visit will include official 
ceremonies at Jiaxing, an inspection 
of Jiashan’s timber processing park, 
tourism attractions, educational and 
government functions. 

This return trip is the important 
second step before Jiashan and 
Manjimup formalise a Sister City 
relationship, allowing Councillors a 
firsthand experience to gauge 
opportunities that may exist for our 
communities/industries.  

The cost of the visit is being 
subsidised by the South West 
Development Commission who were 
instrumental in introducing the two 
parties. 

Medical Services in Manjimup  
Council are now progressing an 
assessment of the Shires potential 
role in addressing medical service 
deficiencies in Manjimup.  This 
follows the medical forum convened 
by Council last year.

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and present it to the Department for 
Planning for endorsement. Once their 
endorsement has been received, the 
document will be published in the 
government gazette and the new 
scheme will become operational.  
Hopefully this can be done within the 
next 2 months. 

FINANCE 
Rates Notices went out on Tuesday 
24 August 2010. With the 4 year Gross 
Rental Revaluation taking affect, the 
Rates Officer and Front Counter staff 
are particularly busy answering 
queries from rate payers. Whilst the 
average rate rise across the Shire was 
6.5%, rate payers will have increases 
ranging from negative 1% through to 
35% because of the revaluation.

Vandalism 
Vandalism is still happening with the 
following areas being targeted.

·  Vandalism to toilets in Pemberton 
including the theft of the cistern in 
the disabled toilet. 

As a result of the ongoing vandalism, 
CCTV cameras are being installed for 
areas considered to be vandalism 
hotspots.

There has been a significant increase 
in water usage at a number of Council 
facilities, including these leased by 
community groups, in some cases 
water usage has doubled. Please 
consider our water usage and report 
any problems.
