Last week | lead a
delegation from the Shire of Manji-
mup to China to consider a pro-
posed sister city relationship and
gain a better appreciation of a baux-
ite refinery proposed for the south
west. The delegation also attended
the 10 year sister city celebration
between the City of Bunbury and the
Jiaxing District within the Zhejiang
Province which already has a 23
year sister state relationship with the
State of Western Australia.

Our delegation was made very wel-
come by the Jiashan County com-
munity, visiting a primary school,
aged care facility, timber factories, a
flower farm, an arts & cultural cen-
tre, municipal administration centre,
tourism sites and seeing the amaz-
ing infrastructure rapidly evolving
across China.

We had meaningful meetings with
delegates from both the timber and
tourism industries interested in de-
veloping links with Manjimup. These
are just infant steps towards building
a meaningful and rewarding long
term relationship with Jiashan
County.

The decision whether or not to for-
malize the sister city relationship
with Jiashan County will need to be
debated by Council at its December
meeting following consideration of a
report from the Chief Executive Offi-
cer.

Our tour also took in the Nanshan
bauxite refinery located in Longkou
City within the Shandong Prov-
ince. The refinery uses the same
technology proposed for Bauxite
Resources Limited refinery to be
built in Western Australia.

Unfortunately, Cr Dave Tapley could
not make the trip due to ill health
and we all wish him a speedy recov-

ery.
