A number of meetings have been 
held recently regarding the 
Warren-Donnelly surface water 
allocation. The Shire will be 
submitting a consolidated 
response to the Department of 
Water. Please contact me if you 
would like Council to reflect your 
concerns. Submissions to the 
Department of Water close 6 
September 2010.   

Councillors attended Local 
Government Week in Perth last 
week.  The opportunity to connect 
with other Council’s and staff 
proved worthwhile.  I also met with 
a number of Ministers, notably Hon 
Simon O’Brien, Minister for 
Transport regarding the 
substandard condition of South 
Western Hwy south of Vasse Hwy.  
We discussed future actions and 
hope to have the highway placed
on the forward program. 

Councillors also visited BRL’s 
Bauxite mine in Bindoon which has 
been rehabilitated. We were 
surprised at the quality of the 
rehabilitation and were glad to 
have had the opportunity to visit. 

I met with Barry Carbon from BRL. 
Mining remains about 5 years off 
whilst the location for a refinery 
remains unresolved. Please 
contact myself or your local 
Councillor if you have any 
concerns.
