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MESSAGE
There is no doubt
that the Shire of

Manjimup is facing a very dry year as
the fire season looms ahead with
around 50% of our average rainfall.
The very dry conditions have resulted
in a lack of water for homes, livestock
and fire-fighting. As it is going to be a
very stressful and difficult summer
season | urge you to ask for help be-
fore your situation becomes critical.

The State Government recently an-
nounced the $5 million 2010 Dry Sea-
son Assistance Scheme for commu-
nity based services for farmers across
100 Shires. The funding includes $2
million for community service grants,
$1 million social support grants (to
provide up to $1,500 for advice to
individuals), $1 million to install high-
volume water tanks and stands,
$500,000 to assist small businesses,
and $200,000 for rural financial coun-
selling support.

We are acutely aware this funding is
inadequate for all the water issues in
our district and in many others. The
funding does not cover the cost of
water transfer to keep crops alive or
for house water transfer.

While 14 strategic locations for water
storage tanks (for emergency farm-
land water carting and firefighting
purposes) were identified only two
have been funded.

The Shire is also assisting the Depart-
ment of Agriculture and Department of
Water identify potential water short-
ages through a farm survey distrib-
uted last week. Please help by com-
pleting and returning the survey as
soon as possible.

Council has responded to community
concerns about fuel loads by putting
additional resources into the budget
and employing a Fuel Hazard Reduc-
tion Officer to actively reduce fuel
loads on Shire reserves in conjunction
with local brigades and land owners.

Given the dry conditions and lack of
water availability, | urge every prop-
erty owner and occupier to exercise
extreme caution this bushfire season.
If you have not already done so,
please familiarise  yourself  with
Evacuation Plans distributed in June
this year.

Digital Television Switchover

The switchover from analogue to digi-
tal will occur between Jul-Dec 2013 in
our region. Our self help TV towers
(Walpole, Quinninup and Northcliffe)
in marginal coverage areas may be
decommissioned and replaced with
View Access Satellite Television
(VAST), a government funded service
which is designed to provide individ-
ual householders with satellite access
to digital television for those who are
unable to receive adequate free-to-air
TV coverage.

Council will continue to lobby the Fed-
eral Government to negotiate with
broadcasters such as GWN and WIN
to provide a digital service from our
existing towers.
