Gunns Closure  
Gunns Limited has announced the 
closure of its Deanmill operations on 
18 Feb 2011, and the likely progres-
sive wind down and ultimate closure of 
its Manjimup Processing Centre over 
the next 18 months. 
The various government and commu-
nity agencies are coordinating assis-
tance for the affected workers. 
A further proposal is being developed 
in conjunction with the South West 
Development Commission to consider 
and progress the following:   
�i ��Re-establishment of the Timber 

Industry Support office in Manji-
mup; 

�i ��Dedicated retraining opportunities 
for those directly affected; 

�i ��Subdivision and freeholding of land 
at Deanmill; 

�i ��Development of fly in �± fly out op-
portunities from the Manjimup air-
field; 

�i ��Support and financial assistance for 
alternative industries currently be-
ing considered (such as renewable 
oil and bio-char, aged accommoda-
tion or education boarding); 

�i ��Greater support for the agricultural 
sector to fill the void (through crop 
development programs, relaxation 
of proposed water allocation, scrap-
ping of punitive water licensing fees 
and better transport infrastructure); 

�i ��Support for possible bauxite mining 
initiatives in the district; and 

�i ��Tourism attraction development 
(such as the Age of Energy in the 
Manjimup Timber and Heritage 
Park). 

Shire President Wade DeCampo also 
called on the State Government to 
recognise the significance of the deci-
sion by allocating substantial funding

that the history of timber in Western 
Australia is not lost.
